It’s for that reason that the Brehm

Courses range
from the theoretical (“Old Testament
Text”) to the practical (“Music
Leadership Studio”), each end of the
spectrum providing the tools necessary
for worship leaders to become 
well-rounded agents for the Kingdom.

iWorship 24:7
Puts the Focus Where It Should Be

Most “i” creations—iPods, iTunes and now the iPhone—are all about us: our music, our pictures,
our contacts, our world. There’s one “i” product, though, Integrity Music’s iWorship 24:7, that
seeks to shift our focus to a higher place, to the very throne room of God. 

At first glance, iWorship 24:7 has all the makings of a
typical multi-artist compilation—a wide cross-section of
artists singing a number of new and well-known worship
anthems.

“Worship is more than songs and church services, but rather how we live our lives,” says
Baloche. “Like a good marriage, we grow closer to the one who loves us in the security of a
committed friendship. Worship is living a life of surrender to the Lord, presenting ourselves as a
living sacrifice.”

Like Baloche, album contributors Michael W. Smith, Israel & New Breed, Aaron Shust, Brian
Doerksen, Don Moen, Lincoln Brewster, Leeland, Michael Neale, and Kathryn Scott, among many
others, all thrive in local church ministries, in a setting where worship is about community and
service rather than about big stages and radio singles. As a matter of fact, a number of stirring
selections from various worshiping congregations were handpicked for the two-disc compilation, all
of them carrying an enormous potential for the Kingdom. 

Songs such as Jared Anderson’s “Amazed” and Jon Egan’s “Here in Your Presence” were
birthed in the atriums of New Life Church, a dynamic church in Colorado Springs where Pastor Ross
Parsley and the Desperation Band worship weekly. The rousing “Mighty to Save” hails from the
land Down Under, from the thriving congregation at Hillsong Church, led by the charismatic Darlene
Zschech. The showstopper, though, comes from Gateway Church in Southlake, Texas; the church
offers the awe-inspiring “Revelation Song,” a stunning scriptural cry to the Holy of Holies.

The fact that these songs come from seasoned worshipers shouldn’t deter those who prefer
adoration at a more intimate level. In keeping with Integrity’s commitment to helping people
worldwide experience the manifest presence of God, iWorship 24:7 is also available as a digital
songbook, which offers lyrics and chord charts for every song on the set. What’s best, the CD-ROM
allows users to transpose songs to any key, thus facilitating the worship experience even further.

Ultimately, iWorship 24:7 is all about taking listeners to a deeper level with God, a desire to know
Him more and more. That’s the life mission of Michael Neale, another contributor to iWorship 24:7
and worship pastor at the People’s Church in Franklin, Tennessee.

“The more I get to know Jesus, the more the mystery seems to grow,” Neale says. “And even
the beauty of what I know now about Jesus is only a glimpse of what we will know, when we will
‘know as we are known.’ In 1 Corinthians 2:2, Paul says, ‘I resolved to know nothing while I was
with you except Jesus Christ and Him crucified.’  I want to know Him more, more than I do now. I
want to have an insatiable craving to get to know the great King who went all the way to show me
His infinite love.”

From “American Idol”   

to Worship Music—
the Yamaha Clavinova CVP-300

Series Does It All!

It’s hard to believe, but the realms of worship music 
and “American Idol” came together—if only for a brief
moment—thanks to the Yamaha Clavinova CVP-300
Series keyboard.

The church-friendly digital piano was used to conceive
“This Is My Now,” the winning song in the popular show’s
songwriting competition—and the last song performed by
the final two contestants, Jordin Sparks and Blake Lewis. 

The show’s tune came courtesy of longtime Christian
music singer/songwriter Scott Krippayne, a Clavinova veteran
whose combined credits include Point of Grace, Avalon and
Jaci Velasquez.

“I love the versatility of the CVPs,” says Krippayne, who co-
wrote the song with friend Jeff Peabody and eventually went on
to beat out more than 25,000 other entries. “It has fantastic sounds, easy-to-use song styles with
great drums, and a cool sequencer. It does so much—it’s like a computer and keyboard in one.”

Krippayne’s description is not too far off. As a matter of fact, the deadline to submit the would-
be hit for the television show was so tight, it was only natural for the lyricist to couple his CVP-
309 with a computer to get the song finished, encoded into MP3 format, and sent off to the
judges over the Internet. The rest, as they say, is history; yet the songwriter is quick to point out
that earthly accolades are no match for the instrument’s immeasurable potential in worship music.

“The CVP is a great live instrument and can really enhance the worship experience,” says
Krippayne. “By layering sounds or using the split keyboard function, the possibilities are endless.
It works great for a small or mid-size church on a budget because it can do so many things well.
And for the larger church, it can serve as a super rehearsal instrument as well.”

He’s not the only one singing the instrument’s praises. Phillip Keveren, an avid composer and
arranger for worship artists such as John Tesh and Travis Cottrell, admires the CVP-300 for its
versatility and adaptability to a variety of praise traditions, from hymnody and black gospel to
choral, contemporary, modern worship persuasions.

“The voice selection makes it possible to move from traditional to contemporary styles
seamlessly,” Keveren says. “From pipe organ to electric piano to orchestral timbres, it’s all there.”

The stylistic breadth makes the CVP-300 ideal for today’s churches, as more and more
congregations continue to adopt a multi-cultural, blended-worship methodology. It’s also ideal for
smaller-sized congregations, many of which lack a full-blown worship band and could use the
realistic tones and pre-programmed praise styles included in the keyboard. 

Another church-focused feature of the Clavinova CVP-300 is the registration menu capability
that allows users to map out and save settings of an entire worship service in advance. Other
more specific features include the ability to transpose arrangements to a singer’s preferred key in
real time—an ideal option for church soloists and their accompanists.

But both Krippayne and Keveren agree that, for all its amazing features, the Yamaha Clavinova
CVP-300 series shines the brightest at its most basic: the piano voice. Keveren calls it rich,
authentic and outstanding. Krippayne, as excitedly as when his song first took off in “American
Idol,” offers a more pragmatic approach.
